On behalf of the Corsellis brain bank, held by the West London Mental Health Trust, UK, we are interested in receiving tissue requests.  Our brain bank has been collecting cases for 50 years, and has a total of 8600 brains and sections from various disorders and control cases. A brief summary of some of the disorders we hold is listed below.
Our database for each case contains sex and age at death, date of death and autopsy, the PM delay (where known), the tissue and records held, the main and additional diagnoses, concurrent disorders and causes of death.  The diagnosis codes are based on ICD-10 criteria.   We hold, for the majority of cases, paraffin-embedded blocks, histologically stained slides and wet tissue held in 10% formalin (4% formaldehyde v/v).
Also we hold extensive medical and neuropsychiatric records, autopsy and neuropathology reports, with additional pre-fixated photographs and x-rays of intact brains prior to dissection.  Tissue is processed in the Neuropathology Unit of Imperial College London, Division of Neurosciences and Mental Health, UK.
In order to supply tissue [we] require a copy of the abstract and approximate experimental design, and also a copy of the ethics approval for the study. However we can review, dissect, process and section tissue without this.  
Also we are operating a cost-recovery scheme, whereas our costs for the processing of tissue will be expected to be met.
